The Roundhay Environmental Action Project (REAP) is a community based environmental organisation based in the Roundhay suburb of northeast Leeds.  Founded in June 2007, REAP was formed by local residents with the initial aim of setting up a local Farmers’ Market and has extended its activities by forming special interest groups who have developed projects on the themes of Energy, Gardening, Transport and Education.
